SETTING YOUR AVAILABILITY
 1.  From Advisor Home, click on My Availability
 2.  Under Times Available, click on the Actions drop-down then select Add Time.
 3.  Select the day(s) that you are available and then slide the bars to choose a time you are available.
 4.  Choose whether you would like this time to be for Drop-Ins, Appointments, or Campaigns.
 5.  Under Duration, choose the period of time you would like to be available for and under Location
      select where students should meet you. Provide any Details and then select Save.
 6.  Repeat this process as necessary to add times for different situations (Drop-In or Appointments).
